The Government hereby respectfully requests an amendment to the Court’s
current briefing schedule in this matter. Paul Bergrin’s appointed counsel does not
oppose the Government’s request and is attempting to contact Mr. Bergrin to discuss
the matter.

Pursuant to the current scheduling order the Government’s opposition to Mr.
Bergrin’s Rule 33 motion is due on October 31, 2016 and Mr. Bergrin’s reply in
support of Mr. Bergrin’s Rule 33 motion is due on December 15, 2016. The
Government is committed to providing the Court with as complete and organized a
response as possible to help the Court resolve this Rule 33 motion, but will need an
additional thirty days to adequately prepare its opposition. Obviously, the
Government also requests the date for appointed counsel’s reply be extended for a
similar period of time.

This amended briefing schedule should enable both parties to prepare well-researched
and supported memoranda regarding the merits of the Rule 33 motion.
