A review of the issue raised in your Request for Administrative Remedy has been conducted. The
result of the review reveals you arrived at the United States Penitentiary on March 27, 2013. At that
time an intake was performed by a provider, you stated no concerns. On March 28, 2013, you were
examined by a provider for the complaint of your heart racing. The provider completed vital signs and
an EKG, with no significant findings. Therefore, you were returned to your cell. On April 5, 2013, you
were examined by the staff physician for Chronic Care Clinic. The physician renewed all medications,
except for your Ranitidine medication which did not meet Bureau of Prisons criteria. You made no
complaints at that time, and were instructed to follow-up at sick call as needed. On April 18, 2013, you
were examined by a Mid-Level Provider (MLP) for a physical. At that time you complained of mild pain
in the left kidney area. The MLP documented on March 20, 2013, you had a KUB completed that
showed a 9mm calcification overlying the left renal fossa. Therefore, the MLP ordered a comparison
KUB. On April 26, 2013, the comparison KUB was completed, and interpreted as; Abnormal, no
changes from March 20, 2013. On May 9, 2013, you were examined by a MLP for the complaint of
right upper tooth pain, medication was prescribed. On May 13, 2013, an ultrasound of your left upper
kidney was completed, and interpreted as; Unremarkable renal ultrasound. No definite evidence of
‘nephrolithiasis. On June 22, 2013, you were examined by the MLP for Chronic Care Clinic. At that
time the MLP discussed your renal ultrasound results with you, to which you reported continued pain
and discomfort on a sporadic basis in the region of the left kidney. No further treatment was indicated
at that time. ~ On July 16, 2013, you were examined by a provider for the complaint of left abdomen
pain.

This is in response to your Central Office Administrative Remedy
Appeal wherein you allege a delay in medical care resulted in
pain, infection, obstruction, and damage to your kidney since it
took 14 months to receive a procedure for kidney stones. 1In
addition, you contend an 18 month delay in dental work caused
you harm. You request no specific relief.

The issue you raise regarding your allege delay in dental care
is repetitive to Central Office Administrative Remedy Appeal
746610-A1, for which we have previously provided a response.
That is, we do not find the appeals materially or substantively
different and, as such, we refer you to that response, rather
than elaborating further with like conclusions.

Our review reveals you were evaluated on March 20, 2013, for
flank pain and your clinician ordered an x-ray. The x-ray was
done the same day and revealed calcification that was possibly
representing renal stones.

On March 27, 2013, you transferred to your current correctional
complex. On April 27, 2013, you had a repeated x-ray which
revealed similar findings to those found in the previous x-ray.
On May 13, 2013, you have a kidney ultrasound that was negative.
On June 22, 2013, your clinician submitted a consult for a CT
scan since you continued to complain of intermittent pain in the
region of the left kidney. The consult was denied by the
Utilization Review Committee (URC) with the notation it was not
medical necessary.

On July 18, 2013, you were evaluated for flank pain and
prescribed Doxazosin. You had an x-ray that revealed a 10mm x
5Smm calcification that had shifted lower since the last Xx-ray
exam. On August 2, 2013, you had a follow-up with your
clinician who submitted a consult request for a CT scan.

The CT scan was approved and scheduled; however, the appointment
had to be rescheduled since the security clearance packet was
not returned to Health Services. The CT scan was categorized as
medically necessary, non-emergent. The CT scan was completed on
January 24, 2014, and revealed a moderately obstructing renal
stone.

On January 31, 2014, a Urology consult was submitted and
approved as medically necessary, non-emergent. You were seen by
the Urologist on May 14, 2014. The Urologist discussed with you
the fact that the calculus could increase in size, and about the
chances it could pass spontaneously. In addition, surgery was
recommended to remove the stone. The surgical procedure was
approved and was completed on July 15, 2014.

On July 17, 2014, your clinician noted you were in post-
operative lithotripsy and needed a follow-up evaluation with the
Urologist for a cystoscopy, stent removal, and an X-ray prior to
the appointment. The x-ray was completed on July 29, 2014, and
the follow-up appointment for the stent removal was submitted
and approved as medically necessary, non-emergent. The
appointment was subsequently completed on September 3, 2014,
when there were no complications noted by the Urologist. Based
on the aforementioned information, we find no evidence to
suggest you had a delay in medical care for your kidney stones.

There was no light to see
papers. No window to pass the sound of words. The only method to speak was for my
client to press a button every short while to use the voice phone system. But the ph(_)ne
system constantly turns off after a short time. The button must be pressed by my cllgnt
to convey sound. You chose to maintain all shackles, hand to body and f.o.ot, allowing
for little to no extension, during the entire visit. The sound button is positioned at an
elevation far above the desk area and his shackles make the effort to speak and
communicate with counsel a punitive effort. It cannot be accomplished from a s.eg’fed
position reviewing docurrients. My client was brought and maintained in the “visiting
room" shackled in a manner that he could barely turn pages. Apy stream of
conversation was abbreviated by the need to press the button while trying to read or
turn pages. This required my shackled client to constantly assume an uncomfortable

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and odd posture with a continuing unsuccessful but distracting effort to keep the flow of
sound. He simply could not sit, converse, and read documents. With no light on my
side, some talk, loss of phone contact, loss of conversational continuity, me constantly
repeating “what,” and Magluta standing shackled, stretching to press a button amounted
to an absurd legal visit. : )

Your letter to me of April 19, 2013 notes that ‘you may permit contact visits in the
future. 1 respectfully request that you do so. No attorney should be forced to speak to a
client under such circumstances and no inmate should be required to engage with
counsel in abbreviated cut off conversations while shackled and constantly physically
stretched to press a talk button. This was my first prison visit during which | literally
wondered if | was in the United States of America. -

Finally, would you kindly review whether Magluta is timely réceiving his legal
materials and determine whether staff timely allows his legal mail to leave the institution.
Both issues appear to be problematic at this point in time.

PROCESS AND DONDRILL MEMO* See Oct 2013 lawyer letter asking for reasons for
transfer.
2.Appeal: this has also been denied-because no decision has been provided.
a.*This transfer was done in retaliation and in violation of CFR-BOP policy, due process, and
inmate’s Constitutional Rights.
II. Misleading, Factaal Incorrections, Embellished and Retaliatory Actions by HA Alexander in

Referral Report and Hearing Procedure

*All facts will be addressed by referring to the enclosed HA Report by pages of the report and

referenced letters assigned by me in response to the report as well as exhibits.
A. Pg. 11-B States 3 smart phones (THAT IS FALSE AND INCORRECT)
B. Pg. 1-B States “I inferred delivery time was wrong.”
1.This statement is addressed in the following exhibits:
a.Exhibit M has an account of all the facts and how they transpired
b.Exhibit K Pages 11-12

2.1 also request that all calls between HA and me be preserved, that every e-mail also be preserved
that way it’s not her word against mine—I again request that the recorded calls with HA all be
made part of the record as well as all emails between HA-Region and USP Staffi.e. Counselors,
DHO, etc. be preserved and made part of this record (in addition I will submit to a polygraph to
support all my assertions and statements.

C. Report (pg. 3, D & E) (Pg. 4-6) are inaccurate as well= these are also addressed in my exhibits (M)
and (K pg. 11-12).

D. Report (Pg. 10, #21) this paragraph is addressed by my exhibits (Exhibit E, pg. 4-6) (Exhibit Set)
which are paragraphs 56 and 86 of my PSI report which carry a complete and accurate description of
what the HA detailed, which was incomplete, misleading, and inaccurate. She also refused to
correct it and date it as she said she would.
1.Date was 1991 and each allegation in her paragraph omits the following sentence which clarifies

the allegation and the results. :
2.The person that made the allegations of these 2 escapes conversations was not credible at all,
rejected by the jury as all counts testified about returned as NOT GUILTY. )
3 Exhibit V is a report and interview where she says she lies in her testimony and the allegations
were false.

E. HA Report (Pg. 10- #22) this paragraph is addressed in my Exhibit E (pg. 5). Again the HA
changes, omits, and distorts the paragraph to infer conduct or facts that are not in the actual PSI. See
my Exhibit T PSI paragraph 86 for a true and accurate rendition of the actual statements. HA also
refused to correct it and said “I don’t have to be verbatim.” *If she is trying to do an honest hearing
and report why net be verbatim—the omissions are purposeful because they mitigate and or clarify
the allegation the paragraph contains (Example: “a document may say “I pushed someone down the
stairs and person died.” If that’s all you see it infers I did so out of malice but if the next sentence
says “I did so after slipping on a wet floor, etc.” it takes a totally different tone. Well that is what
HA Alexander has done on the report and specifically in #s 21 and 22 of page 10 by omitting and
changing the content of the DSR.

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F. HA Report pg. 12 (C-1 to C-8). Allegations of prison misconduct and HA exclusion of mitigating
information available to HA and rejected corrections offered by me. A
1.HA report pg. 12 (C-3). HA omits that all 4 Injury Reports were codes 406 and all were for non
criminal conduct. Penalties for 406 are losing job—extra duty, etc.
2.(C-6) this was not for testing positive but for possession of one Xanax
3.(C-7) again this was a code 406 (she omitted) and part of a previous period of incarcerationasI -
went home in February 1996. ,
4.(C-8) again states “inmate has prior placement in ADX General Population”
a.But omits to clarify that I came to ADX because Marion’s mission changed and went straight
into the pre-transfer unit as others like me did.
b.She also omits that when I was originally sent to Marion in 2003-ADX was an option yet the
choice was made I go to Marion rather than ADX even then staff felt that ADX was not
appropriate. This was right after ALL the misconduct had recently occurred. *Yet now 13 years
later without an IR until March 2013, HA feels that I deserve ADX placement.
5.This is also addressed in my exhibit C and J-1 to J-5 letters from my counsel to BOP.
G. HA Report (Pg. 11-B) Cell Phone Code 108 Incident.
1.As previously addressed there were not 3 cell phones as report states
2.HA refused to include the FBI report (in my central file) that states a) No criminal conduct found,
b) inmate’s cellmate says phones are his “She specifically says I’m not making that part of the
record”
3.HA then says “I have history of having others take responsibility for cell phones™ a) nowhere does
it state I had the inmate take the shot---I did not, b) it was in HIS cell-his shoe-how can he
challenge that, ¢) in addition I was exonerated by the DHO which prohibits the use of such
evidence. PS-5270.09 pg. 34, 541.8(h) (5) states, “if the DHO expunges an IR, unit staff must
ensure, the inmate’s central file (DOES NOT) include the incident report.” It also states “An
expunged IR cannot be used by anyone in making any decision of the inmates. Yet she does here
and next one.
H. HR Report (Pg. 11-A) the unadjudicated and now expunged 297 IR

2.Documented Facts:
a.Call took place on 4-2-13 by inmate Garcia
b.0On 4-3-13 inmate Garcia was fired from his job because of the call.
¢.On 4-10-13 Warden submits an ADX referral package to the region. The package does not
include this call because they knew I had nothing to do with it. It was verbally addressed by the
warden and SIS with me on 4-3 or 4-4-13.
d.On 5-14-13 counsel sends a letter to region and DCSS (see exhibit J-4) :
e.Shortly thereafter I became aware that the package needed more info than what was originally
submitted.
f. Surprisingly on 5-24-13 BOP goes back and issues an incident report of the incident that
occurred on 4-2-13 thereby fulfilling the 2 IR’s within 60 months that the criteria memo requires.
g.Now the incident report states that SIS Roy was reviewing inmate Garcia’s calls on 5-24-13 at
6:00 AM and became aware of the call (for the first time) he then called law enforcement who
verified that the number called by his wife was to a number that related to me (DOES NOT
EVEN PUT THE PERSON’S NAME) and concluded that Garcia made the call at my request.
. All this transpired between 6:00 AM to 900 AM when IR was written (see Exhibit W- Incident
Report). .
h.I request a staff rep and Warden appoints C.O. Grisento
1.I request she interview Garcia, the Warden, and SIS to clarify the issue since it had been
addressed months prior. She does the interview but refuses to come see me to relay the results.
I sent several cop-outs but no response and never provided me with the interview results-no
hearing.

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i. 6-26-13 I am provided with the notice of ADX referral and the hearing for 6-27-13 (NEXT
DAY). ,

j. On 6-27-13 on my way to the hearing another staff mentions that I was scheduled for a DHO
hearing the next day 6-28-13.

k.The hearing, after much hesitation, was cancelled for 7-8-13. See Report. :

1. Surprisingly, the DHO hearing the next day was also cancelled and my staff rep was nowhere to
be found.

m. On 7-2-13 in a call with HA, I objected to the inclusion of an unadjudicated IR and again
on 7-8-13 during hearing and submissions. Please see Exhibit H. Interestingly she said that the
only mitigation I could offer was “I did it because X, Y, Z,etc.”

0.0n 7-23-13 HA submits her report and its provided to me on 7-29-13.

0.0n 7-26-13 (three days later) I have the DHO hearing and the IR is expunged (See Exhibit L)

p.After the expunging, staff affirms the DHO was manipulated by HA and others and eventually he
backed out and wanted no part of the process.

3.Again, as previously stated CFR-541.8 and PS 5270.09 state that an Expunged IR must be totally

removed from an inmate’s central file and cannot be used.

Conclusion of Section I.  The HA and others omitted facts, distorted facts, created evidence, used
evidence in violation of BOP rules, CFR mandates and my Constitutional rights. Did so in retaliation, due
to extensive current and previous litigations, HA specifically states in (HA Report pg. 2(F)) “the
information still exists and is directly relevant to why the inmate is being referred to ADX.” This renders
this HA Report tainted and factually incorrect and taints the whole process as DSCC Region and others
relied on illegal evidence in making their decisions. As a result, this referral must be denied.

came back, no issues-FCI’s, USPs, etc. and was not a concern when at USP Florence. Once I
filed law suit status becomes an issue. See Exhibit D.

A. HA Report (Pages 6 to 11). I address these in my Exhibits E, F, J1 to J4 (Counsel’s letters 9-4, 7-19,
5-14), S, T, and V; as well as in II above.
1.All conduct is a) 20 plus years ago, b) not one paragraph contains alleged conduct that is part of
this current incarceration that began on 4-14-97 at my arrest, ¢) I"ve been home and back to prison,
d) Been in gen pop in FDC, USP’s, FCI’s without issue, €) was considered and mitigated when I
transferred out of ADX, f) conduct is acquitted, uncharged, and unadjudicated, g) it is distorted,
embellished, and disingenuous.
V. Institution Misconduct
A. HA Report (Pg. 11 and 12: A, B, C1 to C8)
B. This is addressed in my Exhibits C and J1 to J4 (counsel’s letters).
C. Itis also addressed in II above. In addition this is my first IR in over 12 years. No conduct was for
criminal purpose. I have offered to address any concerns this one IR may create. I am the only
inmate suit to ADX referral after one incident report (code 108) all others remain in USP T.H.
D. It is the result of retaliation. See exhibit L.

my positive conduct outweighs the unjust punishment imposed.

Now the same ADX staff that had no similar concerns voiced in any earlier
documents now used against me, with the same background info, used me to speak to kids from the street. See
Exhibit X. AW Johnson’s memo T HA Alexander. I assisted on many additional prison issues. I sued. Staff
retaliated and submits me to ADX while violating policy statements and First and Fifth Amendment
Constitutional rights. All after one single IR in over 12 years. Iam the only person with the same record ever
sent to ADX for cell phone possession. Why? Pretext and retaliation!

This is in response to your Administrative Remedy Appeal in which

you contest being designated to the general population of the
Administrative Maximum Penitentiary (ADX) in Florence, Colorado.
Specifically, you contend your placement at the ADX was retaliatory,
violates BOP policy, due process and your Constitutional Rights.

In addition, you also state your transfer was based on misleading
facts, embellished and retaliatory actions by the Hearing
Administrator, due to your extensive current and previous litigations.
You allege the Hearing Administrator’s Report taints the whole process
as DSCC, Regional staff and others relied on illegal evidence in
making their decisions. You indicate that your transfer to the ADX
occurred in violation of the Dodrill Memorandum and you were provided
with a backdated ADX General Population Placement Decision form. You:
request this referral be denied.

The Bureau of Prisons (BOP) identified a need for the ADX to
effectively manage inmates who by the nature of the offense conduct,
criminal history, and/or discipline history while incarcerated pose

a significant threat to the safety of staff, inmates, and the public.
You are again being considered for ADX general population placement
based on your continued misconduct and refusal to adhere to
institution rules. On March 1, 2013, you were placed in SHU after you
were discovered with Smart cellphones in your cell. A contact number
savedzon.one-of~the.cellphones belonged. to one of your, relatives...On.
April 2, 2013, another inmate made a call and instructed the
individual to place a call to a specific telephone number and to “tell
her that her uncle is doing bad and he is here with me and he needs a
lawyer to find out what is going on and then I will call you back in a
half hour, I only have two minutes.” Law enforcement discovered the
telephone number belonged to your relatives. _This_p !

after staff found cellphones in your cell.fOn December 14, 2001, you
" used another inmate’s telephone to make a call. On October 1, 2001,
you called your attorney and then allowed another inmate to speak to
your attorney during the same call. In 2000, you received four
incident reports for using the phone without authorization. On
September 12, 2000, you received an incident report for contacting the
public without authorization. On January 10, 1998, you tested
positive for Benzodiazepines. On December 12, 1997, you tested
positive for drugs. On July 9, 1995, you received an incident report
for using the phone without authorization. Records indicate you
incurred your most recent incident report on March 1, 2013, for
Possession of Cell Phone. 1In addition, a review of your discipline
history revealed you incurred incident reports for Possessing
Unauthorized Item, Refusing to Obey an Order, Misusing Authorlzed
Medication, and Phone Abuse-Disruptive Monitoring.

In regards to the Dodrill Memorandum, in which you allege the BOP
violated, the BOP was not in violation. The Bureau of Prisons will

retain the authority to select the place of imprisonment.

Your conduct requires greater security and controls than can be
afforded while you are housed in a typical general population setting
or in a Communication Management Unit. Your disciplinary history has
shown a disregard for rules and regulations as you repeatedly
attempted to circumvent communication monitoring procedures. Your
refusal to adhere to institution rules demonstrates the fact you still
pose a serious threat to institutional security, good order, and the
safety of others. ,

A review of your records indicates you received Notice of Hearing on
Referral for Transfer to the General Population at the ADX on

June 26, 2013. The initial hearing was conducted on June 27, 2013.
The Hearing Administrator granted your request to postpone the
hearing, to provide ample time for you to prepare for the hearing.
Your hearing reconvened on July 8, 2013, you appeared at the hearing
via telephone and made an oral statement. Additionally, you presented
documentary evidence and provided a written statement. Your medical
records were reviewed and determined to be appropriate for designation
to the general population at the ADX. There is no evidence to support
your claim your designation to the general population at the ADX was
retaliatory or that your placement decision form was backdated. The
Hearing Administrator’s findings and the Regional Director’s
recommendation were reviewed by the Designation and Sentence
Computation Center, and the Assistant Director, Correctional Programs
Division, Central Office. Accordingly, you were appropriately
assigned to the ADX such that greater management of your interactions
would ensure the safety, security, or orderly operation of Bureau
facilities and protection of the public.

We concur with the decision and find your placement appropriate and
consistent with the requirements of Program Statement 5100.08,
Security Designation and Custody Classification Manual. You have not
demonstrated otherwise. Your appeal is denied.

The Regional Director adequately addressed your complaint and we
concur with the response provided. Program Statement 5100.08
Security Designation and Custody Classification Manual provides
policy and procedure regarding the Bureau of Prisons (BOP)
inmate classification system. The classification of inmates is
necessary to place each inmate in the most appropriate security
level institution that also meets their program needs and is
consistent with the BOP’s mission to protect society. The above
policy provides procedures and criteria for ADX referrals,
hearings and transfers. The BOP designates inmates to an ADX
when they have demonstrated an inability to function in a less
restrictive environment without being a threat to others or the
secure and orderly operation of an institution. This enhances
the BOP’s ability to manage some of the most disruptive and
problematic inmates in. the system.

A review of your appeal reveals you have an extensive
disciplinary history of jeopardizing institution security to
include a March 1, 2013, sustained disciplinary infraction for
Code 108, possessing a tool hazardous to institution security
(cell phone). Although the April 2013 incident report was later
expunged, you sustained two other phone abuse charges that were
not expunged. You were referred for ADX placement and received
notice of the ADX referral hearing on June 26, 2013. You
appeared at the initial June 27, 2013, and reconvened July 8,
2013, telephonic hearings and made statements on your behalf.
